भांगोर्रमा, सेंट्रर एर्र्मा होत ेहुए रूस ऩहुांचा था। डॉ कभराकय ने अऩनी फनाई हुई इस छोटी सी डॉक्मूभेंट्री भें 
मह बी फतामा है कक कैसे इन इराकों को देखने ऩय मह भहसूस ही नहीां होता कक रूस भें बी हहभारम औय 
ततब्फत जैसा इराका है। रूस भे मूयीमाहटमा, ट्मूफा औय करानीर्समा के स्िामत्त ऺेत्रों भें भुख्मत: भहामान फौद्ध 
धभश के भानने िारे यहत ेहैं।  

श्री अजम के अनुसाय रूस भें कम्मूतनस्ट र्ासन भें ककसी बी धभश को भानने ऩय ऩाफांदी थी। रेककन 1950 के 
फाद से ही रूस भें धभश ऩय रगाई गई ऩाफांहदमाां हटाई गईं औय हय एक धभश का भानने िारा ऩूयी आजादी से 
अऩने धभश की पे्रक्क्टस कय सकता है। उनका कहना है  रूस भें कई साये विऩश्मना भेडडटेर्न सेंटय खुर गए हैं 
जो कक रोगों को ध्मान कयना र्सखाते हैं। उन्होने साांची विवि औय रुस के फौद्ध सांस्थानों के फीच सांफांध 
विकर्सत कयने भें सहमोग की बी फात कही।  

डॉक्मूभेंट्री औय फौद्ध दर्शन ऩय आधारयत कई साये प्रश्नों के जिाफ भें उन्होंने फतामा कक रूस के विश्िविख्मात 
रेखक र्रमो टॉरस्टॉम के फाये भें बी कहा जाता है कक उन्होंने फौद्ध धभश का कापी गहयाई से अध्ममन ककमा 
था औय उसकी र्र्ऺाओां को अऩने प्रततहदन की हदनचमाश भें र्ार्भर ककमा था।  

विश्िविद्मारम के छात्रों के फीच श्री कभराकय ने फतामा कक रूस के जाय तनकोरस द्वितीम के र्ासन के 
दौयान फौद्ध र्बऺुओां को विर्बन्न कामशक्रभों के दौयान आभांत्रत्रत ककमा जाने रगा था। उनका कहना था कक जाय 
तनकोरस ने 1927 भें सभाधध बी री थी। 2002 भें उसकी सभाधध को जफ खोदा गमा तो अध्ममन कयने िारे

The university's registrar, Rajesh Gupta, feels the step would be helpful for the ITBP, 
which has to deal with the Chinese-speaking people along the Sino-India border. 
 
Two ITBP inspectors and as many jawans have already completed the course and are 
currently posted at the borders. 
 
Now, more personnel of the force have been inspired to learn the Chinese language at 
the university, which is located around 12 kms from the UNESCO world heritage site of 
the Sanchi Stupa - the hemispherical brick structure built over the relics of Buddha.

"We will soon start an advance course in the Chinese language," Gupta said, claiming 
that the university is the only institution in Central India where the Chinese language is 
being taught to the ITBP personnel. 
 
The Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU) in New Delhi and the Tezpur University in 
Assam also have courses in the Chinese language for the ITBP jawans and officials, he 
added.

ITBP personnel guarding India-China border learn Chinese 

NEW DELHI:  The Indo-Tibetan Border Police or ITBP is set to add another weapon in its 

armoury - the Chinese language. 25 personnel of the ITBP will do a one-year course in 

Chinese language, at the Sanchi University of Buddhist-Indic Studies in Madhya Pradesh's 

Raisen district. This will help soldiers posted at the Sino-Indian border to communicate with 

their Chinese counterparts. 

 

"We have got the list of the personnel who will take up the course in July and the course is 

designed as per the needs of the ITBP," said registrar of Sanchi University, Rajesh Gupta 

who feels this step would be of great help to the ITBP, which has to deal with the Chinese-

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speaking people along the Sino-India border. Two ITBP inspectors and as many soldiers 

have already completed the course and are currently posted at the borders. 

 

"In the 2016-17 academic session, four ITBP personnel had completed the one-year 

certificate course in the Chinese language. Subsequently, they have been performing their 

duties at the borders," Mr Gupta told the Press Trust of India. 

 

The course books are in three languages - Hindi, English and Chinese - so that students 

can understand the text easily and same pictures alongside the texts have been used in all 

three languages. 

 

In 2017, after the Doklam standoff, union home minister Rajnath Singh had said ITBP 

personnel who guard the borders with China will be taught basic Chinese, and 

"arrangements are being made to make sure that every ITBP jawan and officer knows basic 

Mandarin language at the training level so that they don't face language issues at the 

border during face-offs with the Chinese." 

 

It was after the Doklam standoff, which saw Indian and Chinese soldiers stare down each 

other at the border in Sikkim for almost 70 days last year, that the ITBP decided it must train 

new recruits in Manadarin, to help interact with locals who move round the Line of Actual 

Control.

The Jawans and officers of Indo-Tibetan Border Police (ITBP) would soon learn 
Chinese language from the Sanchi University of Buddhist – Indic Studies.  

 

The ITBP has nominated four officers for the Chinese language course to be started 
from July in the university. Of the four officers nominated for the course three are 
inspectors and one is sub-inspector. 

 

ITBP headquarter showing interest in the course certificate course offered by the 
university in Chinese language, culture and public attitude requested the University for 
Four Seats in the course. The officers of 18th Battalion, 48th Battalion and 49th 
Battalion would reside in the university for a year to learn the Chinese language. In this 
manner the university is playing its role in the strategically important Chinese language 
field. 

ITBP executes the responsibility of securing the Indo – Chinese borders and the 
Jawans and officesr of ITBP are posted on the northern borders of the country from 
Karakoram pass of Laddakh to Jachep La pass of Arunachal Pradesh in different posts 
and borders. This distance is about 3488 kilometers and these Jawans secure the 
borders of the country in very adverse conditions. Knowing language that is spoken in 
the villages near to Chinese borders is very useful tool for them. 

 

A total of 24 persons have applied for the Chinese language course to be started by the 
Sanchi University of Buddhist – Indic University and it is expected that the total 
applications for the course could reach up to 35. There are a total of 20 seats for this 
course and the last date to apply for it is June 30. The course would be completed in 
two semesters and the fee for the course is Rs 20, 000 per semester. There is no 
written exam for admission in this course and the selection would be held only on the 
basis of personal interview.
